2. Welcome address by Mr. Karthik Bhojraj.

3. Mourning: A minute of silence was observed in memory ol our Late
members and for family members who hod passed away during the last
year,

4. Approval of Audited Accounts: Mr. Suhas S Koushilk, Treasurer of the
Association presented the audited financial statements of the year 2021-
22 and the photocopies of the snme were distributed among the present
members for approval, After the discussions, the members present in the
General Body Mceeting approved the statement of Accounts.

Discussions/Observations with regard to the Audit Report by AGM are

as follows:

a. As per the Audit report, a sum of Rs.10,14,000/- which was in the
name of Association, after the maturity of the cash certificate it was
transferred to the joint account of Ex-President Sri. Mudalagiriyappa
and Sri. Manjappa P. This was noted as Loan towards Ex-President in
the audit report. The amount which matured on 08-03-2022 has not
been reflected anymore in the association account,

b. Receipt Book Number 31&32 (3001-3200) were not presented to the
auditor at the time of audit. The Association has no knowledge about
the where about of the aforesaid receipt books.

c. The members expressed to debate on the above points.

d. Ex Treasurer Sri. Yuvaraj informed that missing receipt books 31 &

32 is in the custody of Sri. Manjappa and Rs.10,14,000/- has been

donated to Temple trust of Soundarya Layout.

Mr. Arun Marathe — How can such a big amount be transferred to

individual names. Are there any powers in the Byelaw for such an

action?

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President updated that there are no gsuch rules/powers to transfer or
to give loan of any amount to any individuals,

Mr. Arun Marathe - How did that amount come to the Association
account.

President —= As there was a problem with the sites, an amount of
Rs.25,000/- was collected from each gite to exceute the rectification
deed. Out of which R4.8,96,400/- remained as excess. This amount
was kept in Soundarya Souhardha Bank in the name of the
Association.  The interest  derived from  this amounted to
Rs.10,14,000/-,

Arun Marathe - when there was a scparate formed to look after the
site issuc, why was the money transferred to Association account?
President — a mceeting of the site owners was called in which Sri
Manjappa also attended in which there was a resolution passed that
the remaining amount will be transferred to Soundarya Temple Trust.
Arun Marathe - This is like the National Herald Case. This is not
handled properly.

Mr. Yuvaraj - Money is not misappropriated.

President - pacified both the members and explained that Sri. Arun
Marathe just given an example to the situation.

Mangala Vaze — Insisted that the remaining money should be given
back.

President — informed that there is no point in asking the money now.
It should have been asked in the site committee meeting.

NSV Subbanna ~ This has tarnished the image of our Association.
Manjunath Bhat — The proper protocols were not followed and lack of
proper information with the previous committee, it reflects that a sum
of Rs.10,14,000/- was forcefully taken from the association. Apart
from that the interest derived from the money should rightfully
belongs to the association. Unilateral decision was taken in this
regard and the interest derived should returned to the association.
President — Yes according the report, the TDS has been deducted from
the association.

Yuvaraj — FD, Interest and regarding the receipt books, we will call
Sri. Manjappa for a meeting.

Manjunath Bhat - clarity on the receipt book is required.

President — will discuss with the Auditor with regards to the interest
derived from the FD. Will call a meeting of previous office bearers to
discuss about the said issue.

Manjunath Bhat — Rs.8,96,400/- and interest of Rs.4,000/- has been
deducted from the association account.

President — We will discuss with the auditor regarding this.

NSV Subbanna — Why did the money transferred to Ex-President
name. previously Swajaladhara fund was also merged with the

e x



association account. But the then office bearers issued a valid
receipts for the same. Why did this was not followed.

Yuvaraj — the two missing receipt books is with the Ex-president. He
will submit to the association. .
Manjunath bhat — there is no bifurcations in the audit report. There 1s
no proper information with regard to New and old members.

President — We will discuss with the auditor regarding this.
Manjunath Bhat — As per the byelaw and rules of Society act, once
the elections are announced, the office bearers will become only care
takers and they should not handle association money. The previous
office bearers have not followed the proper procedures.

NSV Subbanna — this development has bought great pain to the
members

President — Will discuss with the Ex- Office bearers regarding the
missing receipt books and we assure you all that in due course this
all the procedures will duly followed with transparency.

Manjunath Bhat — what will you do if the audited amount changes.
How will you face the consequences.

President — if there is any changes we will call for a special General
body meeting.

NSV Subbanna — need to discuss about the confirmation deed.
Manjunath Bhat — Along with confirmation deed, individual EC to the
members was assured. Along with all the mother title deeds of the
layout which was to be handed over to the association as promised by
Sri. Manjappa. What is the status of the same?

President — we will discuss with Manjappa P and ensure that locker is
opened in the association name and all the documents will be kept in
the locker for further use. If any members requests for a EC, the
association will ensure that the due will be taken care.

Deepak Vittal — What happened to the Survey amount. Need details
with regard to this.

Manjunath Bhat — Rs.500 and 1000 were taken for the survey
Srinivas — With 2 receipt books missing how can an audit report be
considered valid and passed.

Arun Marathe — with regards to previous money transaction and the
missing receipt books, previous office bearers are answerable.
President — we will discuss with the previous office bearers for any
problems arising with respect to the accounts.

It was decided by the AGM to appoint Bargeshappa and Co as our auditor.
